and the possession or use of illegal substance on both game and practice fields. 
● I will be responsible for any actions and conduct of any guests that I may bring to a 

Southgate Vikings event. 
● I will direct constructive criticism of my child’s team’s program to the head coach and/or 

Southgate Vikings Board members at an appropriate time.  I will work towards a positive 
result for all concerned.
